■ Avoided Sen. Approps on a 28.8 and is awaiting a vote on the Senate floor.

Cosponsored Legislation

○ AB 1505 (Rodriguez) - Rebench the FON bill
■ Died in Senate Approps

○ AB 1752 (Santiago) - PT parity
■ Dead - Assembly Approps

○ AB 1856 (Medina) - PT faculty can teach up to 85% of FT Load
■ On Senate Floor

○ AB 2820 (Medina) - Eliminate Calbright
■ Dead - Not taken up in Senate Ed.

● Audit on full-time faculty funding
○ The audit passed and has commenced.

● AB 1705 (Irwin) Opposed
○ On Senate Floor
○ FACCC has taken an “Opposed” position
